Out of 42 state conventions, Tennessee was represented well ranking 4th in attendance with 868
messengers. Perhaps the appeal of this year’s convention was family friendly Orlando with its renown
Walt Disney World. Couple the family oriented environment with a much publicized Great Commission
Resurgence Task Force (GCRTF) report and you have the makings for a highly energized meeting.

Essentially, the GCRTF was endued with the responsibility of bringing a report and recommendations as
to how Southern Baptists can work more effectively in carrying out the Great Commission (Matthew
28:19-20). The report and subsequent seven recommendations can be found at www.pray4gcr.com.
After much discussion, the report was approved by messengers with the following amendment to
Recommendation # 3:

“"continue to honor and affirm the Cooperative Program as the most effective means of mobilizing
our churches and extending our outreach" and that "We affirm that designated giving to special
causes is to be given as a supplement to the Cooperative Program and not as a substitute for
Cooperative Program giving."

In other convention business, Bryant Wright, pastor of Johnson Ferry Baptist Church—Marietta, Georgia,
was elected SBC president and Tennessee evangelist, Ron Herrod, was elected first vice-president.
